· How to read the index

   The lower-case letters “t”, “m”, and “b” mean “top” third of page, “middle” third and “bottom” third. Pages separated by commas only, rather than semi-colons, share instances of the term as more narrowly defined within the parentheses before the semi-colon. E.g. under “honorific”, on the first five cited pages, the meaning is “honorific expenditure”, whereas on pages 156-57 “honorific” is contrasted with “brute efficiency”. Where no more narrowly defining term is in parentheses, the term stands similarly naked on the page cited.

   One can follow all of Veblen’s uses of a given term throughout the book, similar uses being roughly but hopefully accurately gathered together in these groups separated by semi-colons. E.g. under “beauty” one finds a definition, its contrast with serviceability, its incarnation as a type of serviceability, its relationship to economics, as well as some concrete examples. Or, under “stage” one finds a rough map of Veblen’s history of culture.

   Entries in (bold) brackets are terms not used by Veblen but chosen by me as more modern terms for what he is saying (e.g. “choice” and “Freud”) or else as terms under which to subsume important groups of Veblen’s terms (e.g. “dichotomy, Veblenian”). Where page numbers themselves are within parentheses – see for instance “change” – I am merely suggesting that Veblen is talking about the thing without explicitly using the term.

   Of course whoever may have scanned in the whole of The Theory of the Leisure Class can

search for any particular term or phrase. This index is also thus searchable. Please send corrections, additions, and criticism to blakeley@bluewin.ch.
